For Further Reflection/Application: How has God been sanctifying you through His Word?
How does what happened 2000 years ago (the historic bodily resurrection of Jesus) impact our lives/the world today?  How does the past resurrection of Christ our Savior-King relate to what God promises His people concerning future glory?  
Few doctrines are more life-changing and history-altering than the resurrection.
How does resurrection faith that is rooted in resurrection fact fuel resurrection hope?  Hope to cope, hope to persevere, hope to flourish spiritually? (see also 1 Cor. 15:51-58)

How does the prospect of a future bodily resurrection provide “strength for today and bright hope for tomorrow” for true believers?  Explain some of the ways this Gospel-centered passage is relevant in the midst of a “global pandemic/Covid 19)?  People are afraid of death. Why? People do not want to die. Why?  People are sometimes overcome with grief and despair when someone passes away? Why?
For those who are suffering physically and for those who daily endure chronic pain, how does a (new and improved) glorified body provide eternal perspective (note 2 Cor. 4:16-18; 1 Cor. 15:35-50)?  
When thinking of a beloved believer who has passed away, how does the bodily resurrection of Christ help us to grieve with hope? (note last year’s Easter sermon, 1 Corinthians 15:20-28; Heavenly Hope: Why Jesus’ Resurrection Guarantees Ours!)
How does Jesus’ bodily resurrection personal guarantee our future bodily resurrection unto eternal glory?

What does Paul mean when he refers to Jesus as “the first fruits” of those who are asleep (v. 20)?  

What does Paul mean when he refers to Jesus as the 2nd Adam (or the Last Adam)?  In what ways does Jesus function as the “representative Man” for all who place their trust in Him (1 Cor. 15:1-4)?  Sound doctrine is the basis of comfort, joy, and hope!  Theology is life!

The parallels between all humanity (in Adam) and all the redeemed (in Christ) should not be overlooked:

The bodily resurrection of Christ is inseparably linked with the future bodily resurrection unto eternal life (for believers) or eternal judgment (for unbelievers).  See John 5:28-30; 11:25-26; 
1 Corinthians 15:20-28; 50-58; Rev. 20:11-15).

Read Romans 10:9 and 1 Corinthians 15:1-4. Have you embraced the biblical good news (gospel message)?  True salvation is by grace alone, through faith alone, in Christ alone (Ephesians 2:1-10; Titus 3:5-7).  Have you repented of your sins and placed your faith in Jesus Christ?
Note also Revelation 1:17-18; Matthew 28:5-6; John 20:27-29; Romans 5:12-14; 10:9-10; 
1 Peter 1:3; Job 19:25-26; Psalm 49:15.
