(Pt. 1)

INTRO: To bear false witness, to commit perjury, or to lie is to sin against God Above!

(God is a “God a Truth” who “cannot lie” Ex. 34:6; Numb. 23:19; Deut. 32:4; Ps 31:5; 57:10).
Jesus is unofficially charged on two counts of gross misconduct:
For 1) _________________________________ “God’s” Law (v. 16-17).

And for committing the heinous sin of 2) __________________________________ (v. 18).

John 5:19-47 contains Jesus’ Divinity Defense Discourse.

This is a red-letter ___________________________ of Jesus’ absolute Deity!

The entire Christian faith hinges on this truth (Galatians 2:20).  

If Jesus is not the eternal Son of God we of all men are most to be pitied.

For Further Reflection/Application: How has God been sanctifying you through His Word?
God is a God of truth.  “God is not a man, that He should lie” (Numbers 23:19).  “God cannot lie” (Titus 1:2).
The always truthful God naturally despises deceitfulness and lies (Prov. 6:16-19).  
Believers are to walk in the truth, love the truth, and bear witness of the truth.
If Jesus actually did bear false witness concerning Himself (John 5:16-18), He is a false prophet.  He is certainly not the Lord of the Sabbath, the eternal Son of God, and the Truth Incarnate.  Satan is a liar and a deceiver (John 8:44).  False teachers love to package half-truths as true-truths.
The entire Christian faith hinges on this bedrock truth: that Jesus is the Divine Messiah, the eternal Son of God, and Savior (John 1:29-34; 20:30-31; Matthew 16:13-18).

John 5:30-47 is a red-letter rebuttal of Jesus absolute Deity.  This is a key N.T. passage!
“Faith in the Son of God” is what fuels a believer’s daily life (Gal. 2:20; 2 Cor. 5:7).  Jesus’ Deity Defense Discourse is of supreme importance (hence why we have taken our time making our way through John 5).  This is not a waste of time.  Memorize Galatians 2:20
Talk about some of the practical benefits and implications of Jesus’ absolute Deity.

If Jesus is the Son of God than He is the Lord of Sabbath and is thus free to heal on whatever day of the week He so desires (Mark 2:27).


If Jesus is the Son of God than it is not blasphemous for Him to call God “My Father.” Jn 5:18.
How does God the Father defend Jesus’ Deity through the prophetic witness of John the Baptist (note what we learned in John 1:19-37; 3:22-30)?
How does God the Father affirm Jesus’ absolute Deity through miraculous signs and wonders of Christ?  (note John 5:36-38; 10:37-42; Acts 2:21f).  The mighty signs of Christ that John selects in this Gospel (John 20:30) declare that “God is at work! God is at work!”  They also demonstrate “Jesus is the only begotten, beloved Son of God.”  See also Matt. 3:17; Jn 1:32-34.
What are your favorite miracles of Christ?  Why are they especially meaningful to you?
How can we use the many recorded miracles of Christ in evangelistic contexts?

How might we use them in apologetics contexts (when we are defending the gospel and the biblical Christ)?

The enemies of Christ during the life of Christ could not deny the fact that Jesus performed many miracles and wonders?  Why is that so significant?  (SEE ALSO Matthew 11:22-37; Acts 2:21f)
Since Jesus is the Son of God may we bear witness of Him no matter the cost!
